Personal Statement
500 words or less please!  We do look at how your volunteer, work, educational and leadership experiences have helped shape you, and what you intend to do with those experiences.
Résumé
A résumé that you already have produced for a job search will be fine.
Unofficial Transcript
We are looking for all credits earned at Illinois as well as transfer & AP credits.
Award History
We are looking for all scholarships, grants, loans, etc. you’ve had at Illinois.  If you are a transfer student, then please let us know what financial help you received at your other institutions in a separate document.
All-University GPA
Cumulative GPA, including transferred credits.
Total Hours Earned
All hours earned from all sources (U of I, AP, transfer, etc.).
Transfer Students
We do consider transfer students, even if this is your first semester at Illinois.

Parent’s Occupation/Income
If you are independent of your parents and/or married, please use these and following questions to describe yourself and your family, changing titles as necessary so we can understand your family’s structure.
